Nature dumped approximately eleven inches of wet, heavy snow at Newport State Park on the 8th and 9th of December under near-gale wind conditions. As a result, many trees came down on the ski trails in the park. 

Within one week, park personnel had cleared the downed trees. Then, just before Christmas, the temperature rose and rain started falling. By the end of the year, there was not much snow left on the ski trails for cross-country skiing.

There have been two minor snowfalls in the new year. Even though the trails are not the best for cross-country skiing near the middle of January, one can still see animal footprints and trails in the snow along the trails.

While enroute to get an H1N1 flu shot on the morning of December 29th, I saw the following comment painted on the trunk lid of a car “The Earth is One Country and We the People Are Its Citizens”. The banner gave me a thought for part of the theme for this issue of The Trillium.

This banner is telling us that the Earth is a finite country and approximately 6,795,800,000 citizens are buttoned down on Earth by gravity. WELCOME A NEW BOARD MEMBER OF NWS

The following individual is a new Board Member of NWS: Richard “Dick” Symthe
The following is a short Bio written by Dick:

I grew up in southern New Jersey where I began collecting feathers and insects at the age of four. In one sense I have never outgrown that early passion.  I've often been asked "how I got started" and I can only respond with what I did. Some things can't be explained.

The College of Wooster, in Wooster, Ohio was where, in order of importance, I met my wife, Mary (married 47 years) and majored in biology with a minor in chemistry.  After graduating from Wooster I earned a PhD in entomology from the University of Wisconsin, Madison.  As an aside, a bonus during my first year in graduate school was the publication of Rachel Carson's "Silent Spring."  To be in a land grant institution during that time was a fascinating experience to witness first hand the clash between the awakening recognition of the heretofore unrecognized dangers implicit in widespread pesticide use and the well-established funding of much agricultural insect research.

My entire professional career was spent in the research branch of the U. S. Forest Service.  For nine years I was a research entomologist studying termites in Gulfport, Mississippi.  The remainder of my career was spent in a series of administrative positions.  The last 13 years in Washington, D. C. I was director of wildlife, water, fish, soils and atmospheric sciences research.  I was very fortunate to be professionally involved in so many fascinating natural resource issues (Pacific salmon, Northern Spotted Owl, acid rain) that so closely paralleled my lifelong interests.

Canoeing, hiking and camping, along with membership and participation in a number of environmental organizations have been a focus for all of my family.  Mary and I are delighted to be living in Door County.
